Journeys with Jenny 
Last week I had the opportunity to share my experience of Catechesis 

of the Good Shepherd this far. This week we will take a closer look at 
how Catechesis of the Good Shepherd will look in our parish.   

 

What does the atrium look like? 

One classroom in the parish will be selected as the 3-6 year old atrium.  

All of the furniture and materials are appropriately sized for this 
particular age group. Each item has a designated place and is easily 

accessible to the children. There are various “centers” in the room; 

practical life area, prayer corner, altar area, related mass works, good 

shepherd area, geography area, infancy narratives area, paschal 

mystery area, kingdom of God area, baptism area and art area. The 

room is set up with simplicity and order; a solemn place for 
concentration, meditation and prayer.  

  

What do the catechists do? 

In the atrium there is one catechist (who guides) and one catechist 

(who assists). The catechist proclaims the Good News by presenting 
simple, essential and theological material to the children following the 

liturgical year. Presentations may be conducted to children in a group 

setting or on an individual basis. The catechist continually observes 

the children in their environment and offers guidance where needed. 

This is a religious experience shared by the catechist and the child. 

 
What do the children do? 

There are roughly 12 children that may gather in the atrium during 

one session. Once a child has had the opportunity to experience a 

presentation he/she is able to “work” (the term described as the action 

of the child) with the material of his/her choosing. All available work 
material in this environment is designed to foster the child’s spiritual 

growth. The atmosphere is quiet with active children moving slowly, 

speaking softly and working independently in a community setting.   

 

What is the role of the parent? 

Once the year is underway and the guidelines are established parents 
are encouraged to observe their child in the atrium. We will have a 

designated chair available in the atrium and a weekly sign up for 

observation. 

   

How can I sign my child up for Catechesis of the Good Shepherd? 
Catechesis of the Good Shepherd will be available to 3-6 year old 

children (Pre-K & K) during SPROUTS. SPROUTS meet Sunday 

evenings with dinner at 4:00 pm and class sessions from 4:30-5:45 pm. 

Mark your calendars; classes begin Sunday, October 3rd!  Registration 

forms for all faith formation classes are available in the gathering area. 

 
I thank you in advance for helping bring Catechesis of the Good 

Shepherd to our parish. I am anxious for this year and pray we all can 

experience Jesus together. Please continue to pray for all faith 

formation programs in our community as we journey on to a new 

school year.

Elected Diocesan Administrator 

 

 

According to Canon Law, when a 
diocesan bishop is transferred to 
another diocese, a priest from the 

diocese is elected to be the Diocesan 
Administrator. The election is held by 

the College of Consultors, a group of 
priests whom the bishop consults 
regularly for advice. The administrator 

then governs the diocese until a new 
bishop is named. For example, he has 
faculties to administer Confirmation 

and may delegate other priests to 
administer Confirmation. The 

Consultors have elected Fr. Steve 
Biegler as our Diocesan Administrator. 
A native of Timber Lake and ordained 

in 1993, he has served the parishes of 
Cathedral, Bonesteel / Fairfax, and 

McLaughlin and its missions. This 
July, Bishop Cupich appointed Fr. 
Steve to oversee the Terra Sancta 

project.  He will continue in that role 
while serving as Diocesan 

Administrator and will continue to 
serve as the priest for St. Michael's in 
Hermosa and as chaplain for the 

SDSM&T Newman Center. Please pray 
for Fr. Steve and ask God to bless our 
diocese with a new bishop who is filled
